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Report: CGMer goes International German Championship (IDM)
8th to 10th of September 2006, Glücksburg, Germany

Sunshine and westerly wind are awaiting us at the Flensburger Fjord in front of Glücksburg. We feel a little unorganized the first day as far as positions and tasks on the boat are concerned. This is debated and changed Friday night and results in continuously good places on Saturday and Sunday.
The race as such is set up in a professional way. The weather forecast and all more important news are broadcast through speakers along the jetties. Protest hearings don’t take long, tracks are laid out quickly and result lists are handed out the very evening of each regatta day.

All in all we finish second after seven races, being far away from both first and third.
14th to 15th of September, Glücksburg, Germany

The German Championship Rules subscribe a long distance race that is carried out both at night and day time. The race starts at 18.00 and lots of people in the harbour support us by wishing us good luck. During the whole season CGMer has neither caught a protest from any other yacht nor pulled the red flag against a competitor. Since the X-37 is now known and recognized in the scene this could be the time for CGI to profit from the sponsorship as far as local marketing, ad​vertisements or posters on fairs are concerned.

The 80 nm track leads from Glücksburg around the Danish Island of Lyø and back and features warm weather, a great star- and moon lit sky and constant westerly wind.
We have but one goal: finish first in order to win the series. Since our second place can hardly be endangered we want to be as aggressive as can be against leading X 332 “Patent”. In order to beat her we would have to be around 40 minutes faster.
The first seven minutes are gained easily when “Patent” disappears behind us in the night fall. The next hours we are busy leading the field of 37 to 40 feet boats, tacking out of the fjord, figuring out the current and optimising boat speed when all of a sudden an unexpected yacht shows up behind our stern: The 1,2 metres shorter “Patent” who had staid on the other side of the fjord!
We finish this race as fifth and stay second in the International German Champi​onship 2006. Despite having hoped for more we are happy with the over-all re​sult and will come back next year!
